University Certificate in Children’s Ministry

This course is run in conjunction with the University of Cumbria. It is designed for those who have a desire to go further in their vocation/ministry. Each module is worth 20 credits making 60 for the year which can be used towards further study. The course runs from September to June and covers three modules split over the three terms.  
The three modules are; Understanding Children, Children and the Bible and Children and Worship. A module consists of 8 sessions . The assignments are a mixture of written essays and practical work which is brought into sessions.

Church Colleges' Certificate

The Church Colleges’ Certificate in Children’s Ministry is a nationally recognised award, validated by the University of Chester, and is the equivalent of 60 credits at level four.
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The course, run in partnership by the Dioceses of Manchester and Chester, lasts three terms and is intended for anyone wishing to develop their understanding and skills in children’s ministry in a church context. The three taught modules look at: understanding children; the Bible and children; and children and worship. In addition there is a reflective component to the course which encourages students to think theologically about their work.

The taught sessions are six evenings and two Saturdays for each of the three terms, and two visits to a placement church per term. To achieve the award of the Certificate there are a number of assignments to complete. The cost is £150 for the year.

There are no educational entry requirements, but students will need to be actively involved with children’s ministry in the church and have a clear CRB enhanced disclosure certificate specifically for the course.

Church Colleges' Certificate

The Church Colleges’ Certificate in Christian Youth Work is a part-time course held over three terms and validated by University College, Chester. It is intended for anyone who wants to develop their understanding and skills in youth work in a church context.

The Church Colleges’ Certificate is a nationally recognised award and, if you complete the accreditation requirements, it will give you credits to take into further study. It is the same level as the Chester Diocese Foundations for Ministry Course which is 60 credits at HE level 1.

Key issues in relation to work with young people
Context, leadership and relationships in youth work
Spirituality, faith development and worship in youth work
Youth work practice and theological reflection 

Entry requirements


You do not need a formal academic qualification to do the course. However, you do need to have some active involvement in youth work in a church context and you will need to seek agreement of your minister when you apply.

Entry to the course is conditional on the production of a current, satisfactory CRB disclosure certificate at enhanced level.

Church Colleges Certificate in Christian Youth work
This one year course is ideal for those wanting to develop their understanding and skills in youth work in a Christian context.  The course is run by the Diocese of Blackburn in partnership with the dioceses of Carlisle, Manchester and Chester.
